
Introduction

The Time Clock Control consists of a single dial Time Clock and a contactor enclosed in a water-tight, 
dust-tight plastic box. Contact rating: 25 Amp @ 230 VAC, 1-Phase. 

The Time Clocks have a permanent battery backup that will keep the clock on time for up to 150 
hours. If power has not been restored within 150 hours, the time of day may need to be reset. When 
power is restored, the battery will be recharged.

The battery is not accessible and never needs to be replace.

Installation

Mounting Feet are supplied with the Control Box.

Fasten the Time Clock Control to a wall or post using lag screws (not supplied).

Water-tight connectors must be used to run wires in and out of the Control Box. Water-tight 
Connectors may be ordered separately through CHORE-TIME.

Wire the Control as specified by the appropriate wiring diagram in this instruction.

Operation

1. Never turn COUNTERCLOCKWISE.

2. Adjust clock by turning the Time Clock Dial.

3. A small screwdriver or pen works well to set tabs.

4. Turn the Time Clock Dial to align the Pointer Mark with the correct time of day.

5. The dial controls the feeding period, lighting period, etc. Each tab represents 15 minutes.

6. Set the Toggle Switch, on the front of the Control Box, to "Time Clock Control" for normal timed 
operation. 

7. Set the Toggle Switch to "Manual" to override the Time Clock and run constant.

The Pilot Light comes on when the Time Clock is actuated or the switch is in the “Manual" 
position.
