Fan Assembly Procedure
Factory Assembled Fans

The Motor on your Factory Assembled Fan was installed in position for ease
of shipping. The Motor will need to be removed and reinstalled in the rear set
of holes on the Motor Support Plate. See Figure 3, page 6.

Align the Fan Shaft Sheave with the Motor Sheave and tighten the set screws.
The Sheaves must be aligned so that the Belt will track straight.

Install the Belt Tensioning Spring between the Motor Mount Post and the Motor
Support Plate. Install Belt Tensioning Spring in the fifth and sixth hole from the
bottom of the Motor Mount Post. See detail in Figure 4, page 7.

Install Belt around the sheaves.

If your fan was ordered as an assembled Box Fan, the Rear Screen is wire tied
to the Front Screen. Cut the wire ties and install the Rear Screen to the back
of the Fan as shown in Figure 6.
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Slant Wall Kit Assembly (Optional)

If the Fan Assembly is to be installed in a side wall, the E-Z Fan Slant Wall
Housing Kit may be assembled and installed.

Fan Installation

The E-Z Fan may be installed in a wall or suspended from the ceiling. For
installations with the fan suspended from the ceiling, refer to Figure 12.

Side Wall Installations:

Build fan framing out of 2” (50 mm) lumber (not supplied). The required wall
opening is provided in the chart below. See Figure 9.

Allow a minimum 4” spacing between framed openings for adjacent Slant Wall

Fan Assembly without Slant Wall Housing: Insert the Fan Assembly in the
framed opening in the side wall. If an Aluminum Shutter is to be installed, the
fan must be recessed in from the outside edge of the framed opening
approximately 1/2” (13 mm). Secure the Fan Assembly to the framed opening
(hardware not supplied).

Make sure the Shutter can open and close freely.
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Fan Assembly with Slant Wall Housing: Insert the Fan Assembly and Slant
Wall Housing through the framed opening in the side wall. Center the Slant Wall
Housing in the framed opening, left to right. Allow the Slant Wall Housing to set
on the bottom of the framed opening.

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Suspended Fan Installations:

Replace Items 9 - 11 from both sides of the top of the fan with the suspension
components, Items 1 - 7, as shown in Figure 12. Discard Items 9 - 11.

The 36" E-Z Fan Assembly weighs approximately 120 Ibs. (43.1 kg). The ceiling,
rafters, or trusses must be capable of bearing the required weight.

See wiring diagram on Motor for Motor electrical connections. Follow local,
state and national electric codes for wiring.
Install an electric disconnect within reach of each Fan.

Slant Wall Fans: Route the motor cord (not supplied) toward the upper left
corner of fan and attach the cord to the top panel using the 3/8” cord clip
mounted in the 1/4” hole in the top panel. See Figure 13.

Important: If an Aluminum Shutter will be installed, route the motor cord
through the Rubber Grommet.

Service and maintenance of fans should be done only by a qualified
technician.

DISCONNECT POWER PRIOR TO MAINTAINING OR CLEANING THE FAN!
The fan may start automatically causing serious injury or death.

Keep the fan clean for maximum life and best performance. Do not spray water
on Fan Shaft Bearings.

Periodically check the V-Belt. If necessary, adjust the spring tension to
prevent the belt from slipping. The spring should be stretched to an overall
length of 6” to 7" for proper belt tension.

Two options are available for V-Belt replacement. The first option is to use Red
Link V-Belt (see parts list), which does not require disassembly of the fan. The
second option is to use a black V-Belt (see parts list), which requires removal
of the Fan Blade or Fan Shaft.

The Motor and Fan Shaft Bearings are permanently lubricated. Grease Zerks
are provided on the Fan Shaft Bearings for installations where relubrication is
needed. Relubrication is required whenever water comes in contact with the
Fan Shaft Bearings. Slowly rotate the Fan Shaft as bearing is filled with
Grease. Use only high quality lithium soap base grease and clean all dirt from
Zerk before applying grease.
