24" Turnabout Fan Installation

The Turnabout Fan can be mounted in either of two ways:

1.Fan unit mounted from inside, with or without the Weatherhood mounted on the
outside.

2.Fan unit mounted from outside. (Weatherhood cannot be used when fan is mounted
from outside.)

Build wall framing as suggested by the Fan and Framing dimensions, see Figure 1.
The required inside wall opening is 30-3/4" x 30-3/4" (78 cm x 78 cm).

Turnabout Fans are shipped completely assembled and need only to be fastened to
the wall framing with the lag screws provided.

Position the Weatherhood so the fan will have clearance to be turned around for
reverse airflow. Flat washers and nails are included for fastening it to the outside of

the building.

Wire the motor to fan controls according to the instructions packed with the fan
controls.

IMPORTANT: Fan wiring must be threaded through the top pivot bracket.
Otherwise, turning the fan will cut the electric wire. See Figure 2.
